We will also present a Grand Prize the Caribbean-American Heritage Award for Film to the
film-maker that best exemplifies the theme. The theme for 2010 is 'Remembering Marcus Garvey'. Entries should
present reflections, stories based on the life and philosophies of Marcus Garvey.
